A Christian holiday signifying the birth of Jesus, Christmas is widely celebrated and enjoyed across the United
States and the world.

in the process. Santa is also expected to slide through chimneys to deliver these presents (homes not equipped with
chimmneys might "leave the front door cracked open"), and children sometimes arrange cookies or other treats on aplate
for him to enjoy. Gifts are placed underneath a Christmas tree, or a pine tree that's decorated with ornaments and,/or
lights and is symbolic of the holiday. Additionally, smaller gifts may be placed inside a stocking, or a sock-shaped,
holiday-specific piece of fabric that's generally hung on the mantle of a fireplace (homes without fireplaces might use
the wall). A Christmas tree's ornaments, or hanging, typically spherical decorations, in addition tothe mentioned lights,
may be accompanied by a star, or a representation of the Star of Jerusalem that the Three Apostles followed while
bringing Baby Jesus gifts and honoring him, in the Bible.
